Frequently Asked Questions – Boarders – Foreign Applicants
 What are the entry requirements/ what does the admissions process consist of?

· Junior school:

The admissions process consists of an IQ test, an English test, an interview in Open Gate. The applicant must provide his/her school reports.

· Senior school:

The applicant must provide 2 recommendations (from Head /Senior teacher and his/her form teacher), school reports and GPA (Grade point average). An interview via Skype with OG Headmaster is also an important part of the admissions process. The interview is focused on exploring the applicant‘s personality traits, his/her adaptability to the boarding system as well as their interests and extracurricular activities.

Who can apply?

In the Junior Gymnazium, years One to Four, classes are taught in the main in Czech, but a strong effort is made in even these early year groups to focus upon the skills of communicative and written English. This is necessary as the move to Senior Gymnazium, Years Five to Eight, requires strong English Language proficiency in order to be able to study all of the Pre-IB and thereafter the Diploma Programme exclusively in English. The Pre-IB curriculum, Years Five and Six, is essentially a two year preparation for the Diploma Programme studied in the final years, Seven and Eight.

We are now accepting applications from members of the international community for our four year Senior Gymnazium programme: the successful completion of which will result in IB Diploma Award.

What are the main advantages of studying and life at Open Gate? 

The main advantages are: intensive language teaching, from Year 5 the majority of subjects are taught in English, the possibility of taking internationally recognised qualifications/certificates, the International Baccalaureate Diploma programme from Year 7,a well-equipped school campus with state-of-the-art facilities, highly professional and experienced staff, a wide range of extracurricular activities, life in a community aiming for academic excellence, individual support to students, and supervision and support in self-study, with weekend activities and round the clock support taken as a matter of course.

How are the school and the campus equipped?

The campus was founded four years ago and contains state-of-the-art facilities. The school building contains modern classrooms each equipped with a data projector, wireless internet connection as well as regular internet connection points. There are also specialised classrooms containing laboratories, an IT room, a swimming pool, a spacious gym, a modern refectory etc.

In the campus, there are also the multifunction theatre building, a well equipped library with study, club rooms, students’ cafe, and a modest but adequately equipped fitness centre. 

Where are the students accommodated?

The students live on the campus. They are accommodated in the dormitories in suites of 2 rooms (each of them for two students) with a common foyer and sanitary facility (bathroom and a toilet). There is also a common TV room in each of the houses, 4 computers with internet connection points per house, wireless internet connection, 2 common kitchens per house (equipped with a fridge, microwave oven, washing machine, tea kettle), there are two housekeeping stations per house containing an electric iron, drier, ironing board and cleaning facilities. The boarders can meet in the common foyer where they can enjoy table soccer, and make use of table-tennis and snooker facilities. Pastoral, pedagogic and medical care is available at all times of the day.

Which extracurricular activities can the students choose from?

There are about 30 different clubs and activities offered each year and their range steadily changes according to the to the students‘ wishes. This year the following clubs are offered to students: artistic (both solo and choir singing, guitar playing, piano playing, drums and percussion, scenic and modern dance, belly dancing, music group project/school band, theatre arts, film club); sports (horse riding, tennis, floorball, yoga, football, basketball, volleyball, swimming and bodybuilding, kickboxing, fitness, athletics); academic (other foreign languages: Japanese, Chinese); field-clubs; debating club; extracurricular academic projects; journalistic club (students‘ magazine), UN model.

What is the school/tuition fee?

For 2010/2011 the yearly tuition fee is 470,000 CZK (February - 16,000 Euro).

What exactly does the tuition fee cover?

The tuition fee covers various services: high quality bi-lingual teaching, IB Diploma Programme, excellent facilities, school uniform, food and drinks in the school cafeteria, accommodation in well-equipped boarding houses, all extracurricular activities, participation in international student exchange programmes, excursions and  field trips both in this country and abroad.
