1. Rationale and Expectations / Zdivodnéni a o¢ekavani

Academic integrity is a principle that should be
embraced in all aspects of work at student,
teacher and administrator level at Open Gate
School. The concept of academic integrity should
be approached on a moral and an academic level.
By engaging with an understanding of the term
academic integrity, all practitioners (students and
teachers) at Open Gate allow themselves the
opportunity to reflect on the process of learning
and to strive to generate opportunities to develop
original thought as well as accept and integrate
conventional ideas.

Akademicka etika, tedy Cestné jednani, je princip,
ktery by mél byt zahrnut ve vSech aspektech
prace na Open Gate, a to na rovni studentd,
uciteltl i administratord. Ke konceptu akademické
etiky by se mélo pristupovat na moralni a
akademické urovni. Diky zapojeni do porozuméni
pojmu akademicke etiky maji vSichni zacastnéni
na Open Gate moZnost se zamyslet nad procesem
uceni a snazit se vytvaret prilezitosti k rozvoji
originalnich myslenek, stejné tak jako pfijimat a
integrovat myslenky konvencni.

The well-being of the school community depends
on each student's accepting responsibility for his
or her personal conduct in both social and
academic endeavors. In this regard, students are
expected to attend Open Gate ready to learn and
in their learning demonstrate the ability to discern
right from wrong. A student's moral awareness, as
it applies to the academic environment, is
foundational to his or her success at Open Gate
where the student must engage in an honest and
integral pursuit of knowledge. Academic integrity
requires that students produce work that is their
own work. In contrast, academic dishonesty is a
student's attempt to claim and show possession of
knowledge and/or skills that he or she does not
possess.

Moralni uvédoméni studenta,
které se vztahuje na akademické prostiedi, je
zékladem jeho Gspéchu na Open Gate, kde se
student musi zapojit do poctivé a integralni snahy
o poznani. Akademicka poctivost (etické/Cestné
jednani) vyzaduje, aby studenti produkovali
takovou praci, jez je jejich vlastnim vytvorem.
Pouze takto je chapano Cestné pocinani ve
vzdélavani na Open Gate. Naproti tomu
akademicka nepoctivost (neetické/necestné
jednani) je pokus studenta tvrdit a ukazovat, Ze
ma znalosti nebo dovednosti, kterymi sdm ale ve
skutecnosti nedisponuje.

The process of developing awareness and
understanding of academic integrity should begin
with a reflection on the meaning of the following
(Week 1 of the school year in class teacher
periods):

2. Roles / Role

Students : Students should spend time to reflect
on the meaning and benefits of academic integrity
(during formal tutor lessons (above) and
privately). Students should ensure that all work is
researched along lines recommended by the
practices taught in class teacher periods, using
accepted media, showing acknowledgement and
referencing of all sources of information,
including electronic media. Work produced in
collaboration should clearly show the roles of the
different individuals involved, with notes
explaining how the work was produced and by
whom. Students should acknowledge that
plagiarism of any type, whether in written
assignments, internally assessed work or any
form of external assessment is unacceptable
practice.

Studenti: Studenti by m¢li vénovat ¢as ivaham o
vyznamu a vyhodach akademické poctivosti
b&hem vyucovacich hodin. Studenti by m¢li
zajistit, aby veskera jejich prace byla
prozkoumavana v souladu s doporucenymi
postupy vyuc¢ovanymi v hodinach, za pouziti
schvalenych médii, s uvedenim uznani a
odkazovani na vSechny zdroje informaci, vcetné
elektronickych médii. Prace vytvofené ve
spolupraci by mély jasné ukazovat role riznych
zucCastnénych jednotlivcil s poznamkami
vysvétlujicimi, jak bylo dilo vytvoreno a kym.
Studenti by si méli uvédomit, Ze plagiatorstvi
jakéhokoliv typu, at’ uz v pisemnych tikolech,
intern€ i extern€ hodnocenych pracich, je
nepfijatelna praxe.

Teachers : Teachers should ensure that students
have understood and accepted the principles
behind academic integrity at Open Gate and are
aware that it forms a great part of fulfilling the
school / IB Learner Profile. Teachers should
ensure that work submitted by students is
carefully referenced according to the principles
taught in class teacher / subject periods. Internally
assessed work should be checked using Turnitin
and originality reports discussed with individual
students before final submission. Subject teachers
should discuss with students the meaning and
examples of academic integrityintegrity and
dishonesty within their own areas, using case
studies where appropriate to ensure clarity in
student perceptions of academic integrity.

Predmétovi ucitelé by méli se
studenty probrat vyznam a ptiklady akademické
etiky a jejiho porusovani a naptiklad pomoci
ptipadovych studii zajistit jasnost ve vnimani
akademické etiky ze strany studentt.

Parents: Parents should read ensure that they
have read documents in the parents’ information
page on OG website. They should ensure that
students understand the benefits and reasons for
academic integrity and should reinforce and
uphold this whenever possible, e.g. when
supporting class students’ homework or revision
activities, etc. Parents are expected to adopt the
philosophical wholesomeness of this policy and

Librarian : The role of the librarian should be to
use library lessons to deliver the ‘Research and
Referencing’ programme of study designed to
support skills in researching, referencing, creating
bibliographies and provision of advice on
acceptable levels of reference (according to
students’ own judgement and according to
Turnitin originality report).

Knihovnik: Role knihovnika by méla spocivat ve
vyuzivani knihovnickych hodin k poskytovani
studijniho programu ‘Vyzkum a odkazovani’,
ktery je navrzen tak, aby podporoval dovednosti
ve vyhledavani, odkazovani, vytvareni
bibliografii a poskytovani rad o pfijatelnych
urovnich odkazovani (podle vlastniho uvazeni
studenta a podle zpravy o originalité ze

softwaru Turnitin).

Behavioural Counsellor / IB Coordinator
(matters IBDP) / Adminstrators : The role of the
Coordinator and school administrators should be
to ensure that the school develops an ethos that
supports the principle of academic integrity at all
levels throughout the school. The Coordinator
should ensure that programmes designed to
promote understanding of academic integrity are
effective and are implemented successfully, that
work produced by students is verified by subject
teachers, that internally assessed work is
submitted electronically and that the use of
Turnitin software is consistently applied and
results and similarity/originality reports are
discussed with students and stored for future
reference.

Full details of academic integrity according to the
above principles should be understood through
class teacher periods and for IB students’
supervisor Extended Essay preparation and IB
coordinator academic integrity sessions.

4.1. Within an examination situation,
malpractice is defined as:

e taking unauthorized material into an
examination room (such as mobile phone,
written notes)

e leaving and/or accessing unauthorized
material in a bathroom that may be visited
during an examination

e misconduct during an examination, including
any attempt to disrupt the examination or
distract another candidate

e cxchanging information or in any way
supporting the passing on of information to
another candidate about the content of an
examination

o failing to comply with the instructions of the
teacher/ invigilator or other member of the
school’s staff responsible for the conduct of
the examination

e impersonating another candidate
stealing examination papers

e using an unauthorized calculator during an
examination, or using a calculator when one
is not permitted for the examination paper

e disclosing or discussing the content of an IB
examination paper with a person outside the
examination

e immediate school community within 24 hours
after the examination.

4.1.Necestné jednani

All the above practices are to be discussed in
detail during Week 1 of the school year and on a
regular basis with the class teacher within the
context of subject guidelines, within class teacher
discussions.

Given the wide range of possible misconduct in
this area, disciplinary action appropriate to the
situation will be used.

4.2. The distinction between legitimate 4.2.Rozdil mezi legitimni a nepiijatelnou
collaboration and unacceptable collusion spolupraci
is as follows:
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1. For most assessment students are
expected to work independently but with
support from their subject teacher (or
supervisor in the case of IB students and
extended essays).

There are occasions when collaboration

with other students is permitted or even

actively encouraged, for example, in the
requirements for group presentations and
some IB internal assessments etc.

3. The final work must be produced
independently, despite the fact that it may
be based on the same or similar data as
other students in the group. This means
that the abstract, introduction, content
and conclusion/summary of a piece of
work must be written in each candidate’s
own words and cannot therefore be the
same as another candidate’s. For
example, if two or more students have
exactly the same introduction to an
assignment, the final award committee
will interpret this as collusion (or
plagiarism), and not collaboration. It is
essential that both teachers and students
are aware of the distinction between
collaboration and collusion. Teachers
must pay particular attention to this
important distinction to prevent
allegations of collusion against their
students. Whether or not students are
allowed to work together on the
requirements for IB internal assessment
varies between groups and subjects.

Je nezbytné,
aby si ucitel¢ i studenti byli védomi
rozdilu mezi spolupraci a koluzi.
Ucitelé musi tomuto dilezitému
rozdilu vénovat zvlastni pozornost,
aby zabranili obvinéni svych studentil
z koluze. To, zda mohou studenti
spolupracovat na pozadavcich pro
interni hodnoceni IB (IA), se lisi
mezi skupinami a pfedméty.

Group 3: In History, for example, students
might be presented with a research question
by the teacher and then be required to work as
part of a group to collect data together in the
field. However, each candidate must write up
their report of the fieldwork individually. The
reports will have a similar research question
and may have the same information
collection in the appendices, but the way the
information collection is described, analysed
and evaluated must be different from the
work of other students with whom they
collected the information and must be entirely
their own work.

Group 4: In group 4 subjects, including
design technology, no collaboration is
allowed in assessment tasks except in the area
of data collection. Although there are
different requirements depending on the

(This does not apply to the group 4 project,
which by its very nature is a collaborative
project and is assessed for personal skills
only).

e Group 5: Students must be aware that the
written work they submit must be entirely
their own. When completing a piece of work
outside the classroom, students must work
independently. Although group work can be
educationally desirable in some situations, it
is not appropriate for the mathematics HL or
mathematics SL portfolio. For mathematical
studies SL, group work must not be used for
projects. Each project must be based on
different data collected or measurements
generated.

5. Practice at Open Gate and Turnitin / Praxe na Open Gate a Turnitin

Students accept the principles of academic
integrity as part of their studies at Open Gate.

Studenti akceptuji principy akademické etiky jako
soucast studia na Open Gate.

All teachers have been instructed in the use of
Turnitin software to detect plagiarism. Students
are encouraged, as often as possible, to submit
assignments electronically via Managebac to
allow application of Turnitin verification
procedures. Turnitin similarity/originality reports
are to be verified and discussed with the students.
Following this, and if necessary, the

behavioural counsellor is sent a report on
discussion, possibly initiating procedures detailed
below.

All incidents should be reported to the
behavioural counsellor and the

school administration / IB coordinator (matters
IBDP) regardless of the severity or the frequency
of the incident.

The behavioural counsellor and the

school administration / IB coordinator (matters
IBDP) will hold an initial discussion with the
teacher to determine the severity of the incident.

If the incident is deemed not to be severe (e.g.
minor infractions of referencing conventions, lack
of bibliography, Turnitin similarity ratio 15% -
25%, unclear notation on collaboration, etc.) the
behavioural counsellor and the

school administration / 1B Coordinator (matters
IBDP) and the teacher should discuss with
student and allow student to reflect on work and
amend if appropriate.

If the incident is deemed to be of medium
severity (eg inclusion of a short passage without
citation and referencing, Turnitin similarity ratio
25% - 50%, no notation on collaboration,
resulting in similar passages in more than one
work, etc.) the behavioural counsellor and the
school administration / IB Coordinator (matters
IBDP), teacher and student(s) will hold a formal
investigation of the incident, with actions and
outcomes to be dependent on the individual case
(e.g. removal and rewriting of short unreferenced
passage within limited period, otherwise work is
declared invalid and grade not accepted; Turnitin
similarity/originality report to be investigated
with aim to ascertain sources of information and

The IB believes that artificial intelligence (Al)
technology will become part of our everyday
lives—Tlike spell checkers, translation software
and calculators. We, therefore, need to adapt and
transform our educational programmes and
assessment practices so that students can use
these new Al tools ethically and effectively. The
IB is not going to ban the use of such software
but will work with schools to help them support
their students on how to use these tools ethically
in line with our principles of academic integrity.

Therefore, as with
any quote or material from another source, it must
be clear that Al-generated text, image or graph
included in a piece of work, has been copied from
such software. The software must be credited in
the body of the text and appropriately referenced
in the bibliography. As with current practice, an
essay which is predominantly quotes will not get
many, if any, marks with an IB mark scheme.
